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 MIDWEEK SERVICE:
HOW TO KNOW FAITH HAS COME:

We are made up of Spirit, Soul and Body. Our souls are
the seat of our emotions, intellect and self-will. Because
God is Spirit, when He wants to speak to us, He speaks to
our spirit. This is why the Bible says that the spirit of man
is the candlelight of God (Proverbs 20:27). 

The Bible is the Word of God. However, there is the
Logos, and then there is Rhema. The Logos is the written
scripture as it is. But Rhema is the one that jumps out or
hits you when you hear it. So, how do we know when
faith comes? You know it comes when you hear God’s
Word that jumps at you. That Word of God you hear that
addresses your situation. 

Now Satan knows that revelation or Rhema from God’s
Word will make you have dominion over him, so he
fights it. One way he fights it is by making you unhappy
or finding faults in the one God has sent to teach you His
ways. 

The devil also ensures that we do not get revelation from
God’s Word by first causing us not to understand his
Word (Matthew 13:19, Mark 4:15). Then he causes us to be
slow of heart, which means that he hardens our hearts
against God’s Word and then finally causes us not be
diligent doers of God’s Word. 

In Mark 11:12-23, Jesus uses the metaphor of moving
mountains to illustrate the power of faith in God. A
mountain represents an insurmountable obstacle or
impossibility, and Jesus emphasizes that faith,
specifically the faith of God, is what can overcome
such challenges. This faith is not ordinary but rooted in
a deep understanding of who God is and His power, as
seen in creation (Genesis 1).

How to Develop Faith in God:
Know God deeply (Personally and Intimately):
Strive to understand His nature and character
(Psalm 9:10, Isaiah 43:10).

Five Sources of Knowing God:
Nature: Observing creation reveals God’s
existence (Psalm 19:1-3).

1.

Conscience: Our inner moral compass reflects
God’s truth (John 8:1-11).

2.

God’s Works: Miracles and His power
demonstrate His authority (Jonah 1).

3.

Prophets: Trusting God’s messengers strengthens
faith (2 Chronicles 20:20).

4.

God’s Word: Hearing Scripture builds faith
(Romans 10:17).

5.

We must have faith in God before we can have the
faith of God. Faith in God births the faith of God

SERMON SUMMARY: BEFORE THE MOUNTAIN MOVES

There are seven ways we know that faith has come
into our hearts or our spirits: 

The Word is quickened in our heart (Luke 24:28-
32)

1.

We become enlightened (Proverbs 4:18)2.
Boldness (Ecclesiastes 8:1)3.
Divine Guidance (Luke 5:4) 4.
We enter into rest (Hebrews 4:8-10)5.
We have joy (Jeremiah 15:16, Psalm 106: 12)6.
We have peace 7.

When God gives us Rhema from His Word, it’s in our
best interest to act on it immediately and not waste
time. What we do not act on, we will forget, and it will
become unprofitable to us. The revelation we receive
from God’s Word is the sword of the Spirit.
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I joined the monthly fasting and prayer which was for three
days. I was really determined and made sure I also joined
the Congregational Prayer Service every evening by 6pm.

On the third and last day of the fast, I was so famished at
work that I decided to take a break from work to rest. I saw
two guys resting under a shaded area and joined them to
take shelter from the scorching sun.

I laid on my stomach and slept off. The next thing was that I
felt a thud on my head. A nine-inches block fell off the head
of the laborer carrying it and landed at the back of my head!
The pain was excruciating. I jumped up from sleep and held
the back of my head thinking that the worst had happened.
The guy, whom the block slipped from his head, rushed
down shouting and crying, believing he had either killed
someone or caused a fatal injury to someone’s head.

But to the glory of God, nothing, not even a single drop of
blood came out of my body or head. There was also no
swelling and the pain subsided and left completely later
that day.

I am thanking God for several reasons. Number one is that if
I was lying on my back, the block would have landed on my
face and that would have crushed my face. Number two,
the guy was carrying two of those nine-inches block but
only one fell on me. Number three, the block that fell on me
did not hurt or harm me. Number four, all the aches and
pains left me that day and I have been feeling fine ever
since.

I thank God for preserving my life from what would have
been a fatal accident that would left me paralyzed, maimed
or dead. I return to give God all the glory.

Principle 4 - Consent

The fourth principle is consent. 

It is important to get the consent of your parents (or
guardians, as it applies) and spiritual authority. 

The Bible lays it down in Romans 13:1-2 that every soul
should be subject to governing authorities. A man or
woman who does not submit to any human authority is
a dangerous person. You marry them at your peril.

Notice the word used here - submit. There is a huge
difference between submission to authority and just
knowing an authority figure. If you are submitted, you
do not act independently. If you are submitted, you
show honor and deference. 

The authority figures (parents and/or pastors) are not
God, but they know and see what you don’t know and
are not seeing. It is unwise not to strongly consider their
opinion in making the choice of a spouse. Most
probably, they know you better and longer than your
intending and most likely, know who you are. They will
also see what you are not seeing. They see beyond the
facade. They see beyond the sentiments of passion and
pleasure. And often times (nine out of ten), they are
right.

Don’t ignore their concerns. If God cannot turn the
heart of that king (human authority) to favor you, it is
likely that you are out of course. In fact, it should be a
sign to you - to break up, wait or either or both of you
are not ready.

Having said this, it is important to know that if these
human authorities raise non-Scriptural or carnal
objections, they are wrong and you should go on (albeit
with an attitude of honor towards them).
